Bruce Dormody reported that there have been recent arrests for illegal marijuana growing 
in the Big Sur area that the offenders have been entering through the Mill Creek Redwood 
Preserve.  He encouraged increased patrol of the park. 
 
Donna Dormody reiterated the comments about illegal growers, saying they have seen 
additional trespassers near their property since the arrests.
